“People who really want to go above and beyond should 
make a scent sample of each of their pets in case they 
have to hire a trailing dog,” Hale says.  All you have to 
do is take a clean paper tower that no one has touched 
and rub it over your pet for three minutes, making sure 
to get her mouth, feet, and base of tail, then put it in a 
Ziploc bag. Label it with the pet’s name and date, and 
put it in the freezer.  You should change it yearly.  Hale 
especially encourages this for households with multiple 
pets because it’s hard to get just one pet’s scent off a 
toy or other items in the house.
