Our special guests at the June 8, 2009 Club meeting 
were Felicia and David Chesser of Misfit Dog 
Psychology and Rehabilitation.  Felicia got her start in 
dog training working at PetSmart and later, teaching 
training classes at Pat Schuler’s River City Kennel.  
During this time she came to understand the need for a 
more one-on-one approach to correct problem 
behaviors.  She found that regular classes won’t work 
for some dogs until basic behavior problems are 
resolved.  Rather than teach obedience, Felicia strives 
to help dogs become stable minded and well mannered. 
 

The starting point in the process is usually a phone or e-
mail consultation.  During a home visit, she looks to find 
out what the real problem is by looking at the dynamics 
of the dog/human relationship.  Often times it is 
owner/handler error that is the root of the behavior 
problem. 
 

In more severe cases, Misfit Dog Psychology offers full 
rehabilitation services that can include boarding the dog 
at David and Felicia’s home.  These severe cases can 
involve fear and aggressive behaviors that are easier to 
deal with when the dog is out of its home environment. 
 

David and Felicia have pets of their own and those dogs 
aid in teaching the recalcitrant dogs proper behavior.  
All dogs need to learn who the leader is and their place 
in “the pack.”  They need to learn to follow human 
leadership because a lack of leadership can cause 
neurosis and “OCD-type” behaviors.  Dogs need 
structure to be happy and well adjusted. 
 

Felicia’s three tips are:  
1.  Exercise-and lots of it.  Burning off excess energy 
will help a dog focus and be less likely to be destructive 
etc. 
2.  Rules and Discipline-Set the rules and enforce the 
rules.  Structure results in stability. 
3.  Affection and Praise-touching is reinforcement, so 
learn the right time to touch and reinforce a behavior.  
Dogs sense your energy.  Discipline yourself to not be 
fearful or convey anxiety.  You need to get in touch with 
your dog and be able to read him/her.

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Summer Kay at the 2009 Temperament Test  
with Sammy D. and Margo (Herkstroeter) 
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2 ½ cups whole wheat flour 
½ cup powdered milk 
1 tsp garlic powder 
1 Tbl wheat germ 
1 tsp beef bouillon granules 
1/3 cup bacon grease 
1 egg 
½ cup ice water 
 

Preheat oven to 375°.   
 

In a medium bowl, stir together the whole wheat flour, 
powdered milk, garlic powder, wheat germ and beef 
bouillon granules.  Stir in the bacon grease and egg.  
Add ice water 1 tablespoon at a time until dough is wet 
enough to stick together.  On a lightly floured surface, 
roll the dough out to ½ inch thickness and cut with 
cookie cutters.  Place biscuits 1 inch apart onto an 
ungreased cookie sheet. 
 

Bake for 25-30 minutes in preheated oven, until firm.  
Cool before serving.
