February is National Dental Health Month. Good dental
health is important not only to humans, but their canine
companions as well. The same problems that occur in
humans when there is a lack of dental hygiene, can also
beset our dogs.

It's important to examine your pet’s mouth to check for
tartar build up. Tartar (dental calculus) is made up of
various mineral salts, organic materials and food
particles. When these items begin to accumulate on
teeth they are a soft material called plaque. The plaque
later hardens and adheres to the teeth. As the
accumulation of plague and tartar continues, gums
become inflamed. If unchecked, this can lead to
recession of the gums and eventually the loss of teeth.
Dogs with this problem have bad breath that goes
beyond normal “dog breath,” and the mouth becomes a
source of infection. These infections, if left untreated,
can enter the bloodstream and migrate to the heart,
causing damage to the heart valves.

There are a number of things you can do to help your
dog’s dental health. One of the easiest preventatives is
to feed you dog hard or course food. The abrasive
action of chewing the hard food will help reduce the
accumulation of plague. Another easy method of
protection is to give your dog chew toys and treats that
promote dental health. Nylabones, hard rubber chews
and rawhides (in moderation) all scrub the teeth while
being chewed. Greenies, Booda Bones and Nylabone
all make dental treats. Just remember that treats also
provide your dog with calories and too many will
produce an overweight dog albeit one with clean teeth!
Most importantly, remember to brush your dog’s teeth
on a regular basis. That said, never use human
toothpaste on your pet. Human toothpaste is meant to
be spit out, something you dog won'’t be able to do.
Purchase special enzymatic toothpaste specifically
designed for your dog’s teeth. Often theses canine
pastes will be beef or chicken flavored. Mildly abrasive
dental pads can also be used to clean the teeth or in a
pinch, a paste of water and baking soda can be used.
Many companies design special toothbrushes with long
handles, dual heads and some that are three sided to
clean more tooth area in a single brushing.
Supplements such as Plague Off (available at Airedale
Antics) and Leba Il are also said to be useful in
preventing plaque build up. Finally, your vet can
provide professional teeth cleaning to ensure your dog’s
good dental health.

In the past few newsletters, we’ve introduced you to
some of our newer members. This quarter, you'll meet
one of the charter members of the Spirit of St. Louis
Samoyed Club, Jackie Parchman.

Are you from the Metro St. Louis area?
No, we moved here in 1959. | grew up in Indianapolis,
Indiana.

What do (did) you do for a living?

| did copywriting and ad layout for Penney’s until | had
the kids. After we moved to St. Louis, | did secretarial
work, newsletter layout, was Communications Manager
for The C. V. Mosby Company (now Elsevier), and
started Pets Are Inn, which was a pet-sitting franchise
based in Minneapolis. Four years later when my
husband became seriously ill, | sold it.

How did you first become involved in Samoyeds?
What drew you to the breed?

When Alison and Mark were about two and four years
old, I took them to a dog show because there was
nothing better to do on a rainy Sunday afternoon. It
was a benched show, and there were three big white
teddy bears sitting in a row. |told the children they
would bite (yeah, | know, dumb, dumb, dumb), but the
breeder assured me they wouldn’t. Sure enough they
loved the kids. | never forgot those smiling faces.

We moved to Kirkwood and adopted a dog from the
APA - probably a Sheltie/Collie mix. He developed a
growth in his ear which could not be operated on, and
we had to have him euthanized after only a year and a
half. One day | was in downtown Kirkwood and saw a
truck with what appeared to be Samoyed heads on it
parked in a place of business. | walked in and inquired
about it. A Mr. Sutcliffe owned both the business and
Sammies, and invited me to his home to look at
scrapbooks of his dogs since they were no longer living
(Grenville Sutcliffe is that man’s son).

After that | had to have one! We followed the ads in the
newspaper, and purchased Frostie from breeders in
lllinois. Can't say they were actually backyard breeders
because they had a male and female from two
prestigious kennels of the time, but the dogs probably
were not well-matched. Anyway, we came home with
10-week-old Frostie and never looked back.

Have you ever owned another breed of dog? Cats?
We had a German Shepherd hand-me-down briefly in
Indianapolis, but he quickly grew too protective, and we
had to returned him to the owner. He ended up on a
farm where he could protect to his heart’s content. We
also had a Calico cat who was a holy terror, and then
“got stuck with” a beautiful caramel-colored boy -
eighteen pounds of Maine Coon cat mixed with
something else. We also had parakeets and guinea
pigs. We also had a duck and chicken that turned out

to be a rooster. We bought Quacky a swimming pool
and the chicken (before he realized he was a rooster)
would sit on the edge of the pool squawking as Quacky
enjoyed himself paddling around.

I've read on the SCA site that you've owned the fir st
and oldest dog to earn a Rally Excellent title plus

the oldest dog to earn a tracking title. I alsono  ticed
(on your car) that Cheers had earned virtually ever y
title, or so it seemed, given by the AKC. Tell us

about these accomplishments.

| got into obedience training with Frostie by reading a
book by Blanche Saunders and training him at home.
By that time | had made friends with a family who had a
Sam and knew Peggy Borcherding who was then pretty
much the guru of the Samoyed set. She was interested
in seeing Frostie because of his pedigree, but when she
saw him she said, “Where in the world did you come
from?” | thought he was the most beautiful dog in the
whole world and it hurt my feelings. It didn’t get any
better when he jumped up on her and she kneed him in
the chest. He yowled and | went to him to try to make it
better - and Peggy told me in no uncertain terms not to
do it. Things were not going well. However, she asked
me to demonstrate what | had taught him, and
commented that he was almost ready to show - that |
should take a class to polish up. And then I liked her
better.

| kept Frostie’s canned food in the basement, and every
night he went down to bring up a can. Alison’s friends
though it great fun when they switched the dog food
with the veggies and he brought up a can of beets.

So | began obedience training with Frostie and that was
the start. Frostie was an excellent obedience dog - the
best of four | had. He earned a CDX in just four shows,
not the usual thing for a Sam. When | was showing him
in utility, he would go out to stand over the scent articles
- and survey the scene. If he couldn't see them, he
couldn’t possibly pick one out. However, in practice he
could do it perfectly. About that time | went back to
work and quit showing. |figured I'd just get a UD on the
next dog. Ha! Frostie was my “consistent” dog.

Then came Gambler. He was the “clown.” He was also
big - 25 inches. He earned a CD and an HIC. He was
trained in CDX work and some utility, but started
favoring one of his back legs. His OFA x-rays at two
years of age had shown him to be dysplastic, so |
retired him. Gambler was also certified for tracking, but
did not earn a tracking titte. However, one vignette may
show you why he was the “clown.” At his first novice
show at Concordia Seminary, the gate fencing was solid
wood, probably about 24 inches high. Because he was
so big he could look over the fence and spent the entire
heeling pattern observing what was going on in the
adjoining rings - but keeping up with me nicely. (They
used to call him the “golden in drag” because he heeled
so well.) At any rate, | left him on the group sit and
went across the ring with the other handlers. Almost




immediately, he got up and began touring the ring and
visiting the other dogs. Judy Strickland was a ring
steward, and she began trying to corral him, but he kept
moving. Eventually, he simply lay down in the middle of
the ring, rolled over on his back, waving his paws, and
woo-wooing. One of his other habits was to do the
same woo-woo as | turned my back to walk away on
every recall.

Next came Chloe Bear. | had been joking with Linda
Lashley (Anadyr Kennel) that | would take a rescue
female IF she was obedience and crate-trained,
spayed, liked other dogs and cats, and was a big girl.
Several days later, Linda called and said she had just
the dog for me. It was a case of divorce and neither
husband nor wife could keep Chloe Bear. So the
husband brought her over. She weighed eighty pounds!
She trotted across my yard and back and then had to lie
down and rest. However, she and Gambler liked each
other, so we kept her and pared her down to 65 Ibs. To
say she was a happy dog was an understatement.
Chloe never met a person, dog, cat, food, place, or
activity she didn'’t like. So she was my “happy dog.”
Chloe earned a CD, but before she earned her CDX
she had a problem with her shoulder so | retired her.
Not willing to let her sit and do nothing, we took up
tracking. As | said, Chloe never saw a food she didn'’t
like, and she would even track for lettuce. She earned
a TD (Tracking Dog) title.

After Gambler died, | began looking for a male rescue.
But again, a call came from Linda Lashley. A pick-of-
the-litter female was not working out well in
conformation - gait and personality. Would | like her?
Well, Sammy girls don’'t always get along well, but Linda
brought Cheers over. The girls got along fine. Cheers
sidled up to Hobie cat who was under a table. Hobie
hissed once, and Cheers never bothered him again.
They actually became pretty good friends. Cheers was
just eleven months old, born on Christmas Day in 1992.
(Carolyn’s Sunny was her litter brother.)

My husband died in January 1995. Cheers and |
became constant companions. | still had Chloe but she
was ten, and Hobie was still with me too. At any rate,
Cheers was never flashy, rarely enthused about
working, but she was always a perfect lady - when a
Schnauzer rushed up to her growling and snarling, she
simply sat there and turned her head. The Schnauzer
was nonplussed, put on the brakes and walked away.
But Cheers and | just kept trying things and she kept
getting titles - not advanced titles, mind you, but she did
just about everything. She earned her CDX, her UKC
CD, AG-1 and AG-2, her NA, NJP, her HCT, her CGC
and TDI, TT, ASCA-CD. We even went to camp in
Michigan where she became a Dog Scout of America
and earned four badges. | had never shown a dog in
conformation, but just for a lark | entered her in the
IABCA veteran’s class at ten years of age. And she
became a Champion! At twelve years of age, she
earned her Rally Excellent title becoming the first
Sammy to do so. That was just three months before
she was diagnosed with liver cancer. She died in 2006.

Cheers had her, kindly put, peculiarities. Wastebaskets
were always out of sight or up too high for her to reach.
She was a counter surfer par excellence until she was
too old to stand on her hind legs. She stole dog cookies
out of Jeannee Brave’s purse, unrolled toilet paper and
pulled it clear into the living room, would search out and
swallow knee high nylons without chewing them,
chewed up and swallowed parts of two leather leashes,
twice ate several dollar bills, and once ate $60! (Yeah,
yeah, | didn’t bother with the little ones, but | have to
admit that | watched for the two $20s and the $10—held
my nose and washed them offl) She and Chloe played
hard. When Chloe wanted to come in and | opened the
door, she would grab Chloe by the tail to keep her from
going in. In time, she completely ruined Chloe’s
beautiful tail. Nonetheless, she was my darling girl no
matter what. She did (almost) everything | asked of her
(except tracking) and | miss her still.

And now there is Captain—a Sammy mix (we're pretty
sure). He's the dog who came to dinner and stayed.
His personality problems were many. And why not? He
was used briefly as a bait dog for a Rottie and sustained
injuries serious enough to keep him in an air cast for
three months. He was in a home with another Sammy
and a woman who loved him, but she never trained him




and never socialized him. She died suddenly when he
was five, and our rescue took him in. After four months
in a kennel and going stir crazy, | took him home with
great trepidation. He has overcome so much, and | am
very proud of him. He even “graduated” from Sue
Schulze’s Beginner Obedience Training. Captain’s bad
habits? He would get up on the bed and suck and chew
pieces out of the sheets, blankets, and bedspreads. So
if you're ever in my house and notice ragged edges and
holes in the bedding, you'll know why. He will also dig
in purses for edibles and has had his stomach emptied
because he ate a whole package of chewing gum with
xylitol as a sweetener!

When did you join the Spirit of St. Louis Samoyed
Club?

Peggy Borcherding encouraged (read: insisted) that we
form a Samoyed Club in 1980 (I think) and, yes, | was a
charter member. Carl and Carolyn might have been,
too. Aswas Linda Lashley. I'm not sure how we
actually founded it and | haven't a clue when we wrote a
constitution and bylaws. | think we just started having
regular meetings. | know there was discussion about
applying to be an AKC club, but there were certain
requirements we felt we couldn’t meet and so we never
applied.

What has been your favorite Club activity over the
years?

| don’t think | have a favorite activity, but | enjoy most
anything where there are “dog” people | can talk with.
We did several herding “days” a while back and that
was fun. Currently, | think the January dinner auction is
my favorite.

You're also involved in Rescue. Tell us how that

came about.

I'm not really sure. Chloe Bear was a rescue dog, but |
didn’t start being active until maybe eight, nine or ten
years ago. Rescue had already joined National
Samoyed Rescue (NSR) before | became active. |
have fostered four or five dogs. It's just a gradual
process - you just get sucked in (sorry guys, I'm only
kidding). Anyway, I've been on the board three years
maybe, and this year | am the Secretary. Then, I'm not
sure how this happened either, but | started doing two
month shifts as the Corresponding Secretary (e-mail
address: info@samoyedrescue.org), and then last year
was asked to be on the NSR board and have just
signed on for another year. | guess | don't have to say
how rewarding it is to save a dog and then place
him/her in a wonderful home.
