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Greetings to all of our Samoyed fanciers! I’d like to start 
on a positive note by thanking all of you for supporting 
our club. This group is a wonderful way to meet other 
people with similar interests, all while supporting the 
advancement of our smiling white dogs.  Without your 
contributions to the organization, the club is not 
possible. 
 

Now to the serious matter at hand, our financial position 
is in decline and we need to do something about it now.  
We have not shown a profit since 2005, and we are 
averaging an annual loss of about $600.  At this rate, I 
estimate our club will be bankrupt within three to four 
years. 
 

We have already implemented several cost saving 
measures to slow the deficit.  The major one that affects 
every member was the raising of club membership 
dues.  Upon analysis of our budget, it was found that 
dues had not been raised since the club’s inception in 
1980.  It was voted on and approved at the 2009 Annual 
Board Meeting and will take affect during the current 
membership renewal. 
 

We have also changed our insurance carrier, which 
slashed our cost almost in half.  Other actions that have 
taken place to save money include taking donations for 
the annual barbeque, changing the banquet into a 
potluck feast, and lastly, but most regretfully, we cut 
back on our charitable giving to community and national 
animal organizations. 
 

We need to find a way to increase our income if we 
want to continue being a club.  Our finances are in 
trouble and we cannot continue down the path we are 
currently headed.  We need fresh ideas and ways to 
save money and/or increase revenue if we want to 
remain a group that supports Samoyed Rescue and 
other animal organizations.  Please attend our 
meetings, donate when you can, and help us help our 
precious canine companions.

Many kind, compassionate, animal-oriented souls give 
freely and generously to organizations that they believe 
help animals in need.  But the next time you reach into 
your wallet or donate your time to help, think before you 
leap.  Organizations like NISA, in which the 
overwhelming majority of your donated dollars are 
actually used for animal care, feeding, and shelter, are 
wonderful.  OF COURSE!  But what you may not know 
is that in some of the largest and most visible 
organizations, very little is actually spent on animals. 
Instead, high overhead costs and expensive political 
lobbying campaigns eat up the majority of the 
donations. 
 

For instance, the Humane Society of the United States 
collects millions annually in donation and fundraising 
dollars.  But LESS THAN A NICKEL of every dollar you 
give is spent on actual animal care and welfare.  The 
rest pays inflated salaries, pays for “educational” 
materials, and is spent on political action campaigns—
some of which are affiliated with radical animal-rights 
agendas and organizations like PETA (People for the 
Ethical Treatment of Animals).  PETA itself, which on 
the surface and by its name suggests that it is helping 
animals, euthanizes the majority of the animals taken 
into its care.  Additionally, PETA engages in 
inflammatory, sensationalist, terrorist activities in the 
name of “ethical treatment of animals,” while PETA’s 
clear agenda is ultimately the end of the human/animal 
relationship as we know it, in favor of a radical vegan, 
anti-pet platform which would eventually end ALL pet 
ownership of any kind—even responsible, loving, 
committed pet ownership.  What’s the connection here?  
The HSUS is filling its administrative offices (including 
its President’s office) with former PETA radicals. 
 

Need further persuasion?  The HSUS ran a huge 
fundraising campaign for the animals of Hurricane 
Katrina, but to date, can account for relatively little of 
the money raised being used for that purpose.  
Recently, PETA slipped an ad past the sales staff of 
Dog Fancy magazine, using a fake name to offer “gift 
bags” to new puppy owners.  When people responded 
to that ad, what they got was a BODY BAG, with a 
“thank you” note saying that due to their new purebred 
puppy, another puppy had died in an animal shelter.  
The logic here is sensational, but it doesn’t hold up.  Do 
you want to donate your money to dishonest, disgusting 
campaigns like these?  To people who, in the end, 
would like nothing more than for pet ownership, of any 
kind, to end? 
 

Instead of giving time or money to organizations like 
these, give to people whose motives are truly good-
hearted.  Give to NISA (Northern Illinois Samoyed 
Assistance, Inc.).  Give to your local Humane Societies 

(they DO NOT get any money, of any kind, from the 
HSUS).  Give to your local animal control centers; sure, 
these places are not pretty or easy to see, but those 
animals truly need your help. 
 

Finally, be aware of what organizations like the HSUS 
and PETA are actually pushing for.  Their goal is not 
helping animals (pets or otherwise) in need.  It’s not 
offering low-cost or free spay/neuter for people who 
want it.  Their agenda is to spay and neuter ALL pet 
animals, regardless of the owner’s wishes, 
responsibility, ethics, or commitment.  It’s eventually 
about phasing out companion animals of any kind, at 
all.  What looks like right-minded legislation on the 
surface (such as mandatory spay neuter) is much more 
sinister beneath.  So don’t give these organizations your 
money, and don’t support their causes.  Do your 
research, and educate other people.  And as someone 
truly committed to the welfare of animals in distress, 
commit yourself to organizations like NISA whose 
hearts are truly in the right place!

We’d like to take look back and share some 
articles from previous newsletters and we’ve also 
resurrected a feature from Marilyn’s tenure as editor; “In 
the Spotlight” which featured a Club Samoyed’s photo 
and short blurb about the dog (see page 2). 
 

Our first article is reprinted from the July 1980 
newsletter, Jackie Parchman, editor.  Jackie’s words 
ring true today as they did in 1980!

Section 2.  The objectives of the club shall be: 
 

A.  To encourage and promote quality in the breeding of 
purebred Samoyeds and to do all possible to bring their 
natural qualities to perfection.   
 

B.  To urge members and breeders to accept the 
standards of the breed as approved by The American 
Kennel Club as the only standard of excellence by 
which Samoyeds shall be judged. 
 

C.  To work with the parent club, The Samoyed Club of 
America, Inc., should this club deem changes 
necessary for the best interest of the breed. 
 

D.  To do all in its power to protect and advance the 
interest of the breed by encouraging sportsmanlike 
competition at dog shows and obedience trials, 
including herding, agility, and other events. 
 

E.  To encourage and conduct fun matches (to include 
obedience, agility, herding, conformation and other 
events). 
 

F.  To encourage and conduct seminars for the 
education of the club’s members and the public in 
general. 
 

G.  To encourage and conduct club events for the 
purpose of attracting new members and maintaining the 
interest of the membership in general.
