Another Canine Games is history and once again, we 
can celebrate hosting a great event, thanks to the 
combined efforts of dedicated planners and volunteers 
from the Spirit Club and Samoyed Rescue.  Dogs and 
their people had a great time!  All dogs got along very 
well, especially in the Dog Park, where dogs were 
allowed to play and run with each other.  Several people 
told me that they have attended the Games for several 
years and would not miss the next one.  Several people 
came from Columbia, MO, including for the first time a 
lady in a wheel chair.  All were smiling and lauding our 
event.  At the end of the day, I am sure that all dogs 
were tired; I know that their owners were. 
 

Although the weather was almost perfect, the strong 
winds caused a couple of problems.  The ring gates on 
the lower field were continuously blown over and 
several of our signs were destroyed. 
 

 
 

As I look back over the years, from the very first 
“Samoyed Olympics,” held on the grounds of the AKC 
Museum of the Dog in 1996 with approximately 90 dogs 
(many Samoyeds) attending, I am amazed that this 
small venue, organized jointly by the Spirit of St. Louis 
Samoyed Club and St. Louis Samoyed Rescue, has 
evolved into the popular event we have today.  Although 
the original Games were organized for Samoyeds, word 
about this fun day spread fast throughout the dog world 
and we welcomed all breeds.  We moved to Purina 
Farms in 1998 (we skipped 1997 to organize and plan 
for a bigger event) and after a rocky start and huge 
learning experience in ‘98, we had launched the Canine 
Olympics, now the CANINE GAMES.  We have 
presented one of the best dog events in St. Louis for 14 
consecutive years.     
 

As Chairman of the Games, I say thank you for once 
again making this event a big success.  We could not 
have pulled this off without the efforts of many people 
involved behind the scenes in organizing events, 
publicizing the Games, coordinating volunteers, 
contributing items for the raffle, lining up vendors, 
interfacing with Purina Farms, and organizing the 
registration table (awards, preparing the necessary 

paper work, etc.).  Then there were the people who 
donated their time the day before the Games to set up 
the signs, the ring gates, and the orange retaining 
fences.  The day of the Games, members of both 
organizations helped to insure that the day proceeded 
smoothly, and on schedule.  Finally, at the end of the 
day, when everybody was tired and wanted to pack up 
and go home, volunteers helped to disassemble the 
rings, signs, orange fencing, and made sure that we left 
the grounds clean and free of debris. 
 

Thanks to the efforts of dedicated volunteers, proceeds 
from the Games not only support the work of the Spirit 
of St. Louis Samoyed Club and Samoyed Rescue, 
through ticket sales, we benefit many participating dog 
groups.  The most popular events were Lure Coursing 
and Agility.  Proceeds from our Raffle were the highest 
since 2006, we doubled our income from our Antler 
Sales and our net Games revenue was one of the 
highest totals in recent years.  I am looking forward to 
the Games in 2012.

Well, I guess I’ll have to be John Candy in the re-cast of 
this movie and Paul will be in the Steve Martin role – he 
has more gray hairs and I carry more weight than I 
should.

Considering recent activities of certain political officials, 
it may be time to push for a mandatory neutering bill of 
all politicians.  For the sake of equal opportunity, this 
should also be a mandatory spay bill. 
 

It has been shown that certain politicians, although 
properly licensed, have wandered outside their home 
territory, and while off leash, have acted in a manner 
both illegal and unacceptable.  As the 
owner/guardian/spouse has shown the inability to 
control said politicians, we as the taxpayers must insist 
that the consequences of such behavior not become a 
burden to us.  Just the cost of replacing the one 
politician could easily exceed the budget of the animal 
control services in a locale, for example. 
 

If a politician and/or owner/guardian/spouse wish to 
keep him/her intact, they should be required to 
purchase an exemption permit, to offset any cost which 
unwanted behavior might cause the taxpayers.  
Depending on the level of office, the fee would start at 
$100,000 per each year in office.  This would not be an 
admission of guilt or even a suggestion of future 
impropriety, but obviously such people are incapable of 
acting in a reasonable and socially controlled manner.  
Just as politicians feel that pet owners or breeders 
cannot be trusted to keep their word, neither should we 
believe that a politician can be trusted to keep his or her 
word. 
 

Medical exemptions could be granted, with proper 
documentation that said procedure would cause harm 
to the politician.  However, the use of any enhancement 
drugs would void the exemptions and result in severe 
fines.  Likewise, should the politician be found 
wandering loose and engaging in prohibited behavior, 
the exemption permit would be revoked and immediate 
surgery would be required.

Dehydration, the process of excessive water loss, is a 
serious condition in any dog—and, in the case of senior 
dogs, it can be a matter of life and death.  Like humans, 
dogs need adequate fluids to help transport nutrients 
through their body, to keep the body cool, and to 
replace water lost to humidity.  Since dehydration can 
be so bad for your dog, it's important to understand the 
essentials of this condition. 
 

Symptoms to look for:  
The hotter and more humid the weather, the more 
important it is to look for these symptoms. 
 

External symptoms of dehydration include: 
·  Vomiting or diarrhea  
·  Dry mouth, nose, or gums  
·  Sunken eyes  

 

Behavioral symptoms include: 
·  Appetite loss  
·  Depression  

 

Testing for dehydration  
Here's a simple test to see if your dog needs more 
fluids:  Simply pinch a little of your dog's skin between 
his shoulder blades with your thumb and fingertips.  
When you release it, the skin should quickly fall back 
into place.  If the skin falls back slowly, your dog may be 
dehydrated. 
 

Tips to keep your dog hydrated and cool  
If you believe your dog has symptoms of dehydration, 
you can do a number of things to help re-hydrate him 
and keep him cool. 

·  Move him out of the sun and into a 
cooler environment.  

·  Provide him with fresh, clean water. 
Make sure your dog doesn't drink the 
water too fast because it may cause 
vomiting, which will result in additional 
water loss.  

 

Take him to the veterinarian.  Your vet will perform 
necessary medical checks and provide required 
treatment to help your dog recover as quickly as
