Cheers at play
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Camping With Your Canine- by Marta DeMerath

Have you ever thought about taking "Snowball" camping
with the family? What items would you need to bring?
Well, I©m here to offer a "couch-potato©s" view to camping
with your canine.

First and foremost, you must understand that my idea of
camping is in our motorhome, with the "air" running, cold
beer in the fridge and a hot shower available in the
motorhome! My idea of "roughing it" would be a
campground without a swimming pool or camp store.
Given those parameters, here is a list of items you need
or may want to consider taking on your next trip.

"Snowball" should be up to date on all his shots. This
includes his heartworm medication and flea/tick
protection. Having a copy of his shot records on hand is
also a good idea, especially if you®©Il be traveling out of
state.

You®©lIl need to make sure that "Snowball" has up to date
tags on his collar. If possible, include your cell phone
number, as no one will be at home to field calls if he does
get lost. Another idea is the little canister-type tags. You
can change the contact information in the canister as
needed. We haven®©t had great success with these, but |
know folks that swear by them. Having your dog
microchipped is also a good idea. Just remember that not
all scanners can read all microchips, that©s why a
combination of microchip and tagged collar is a good
idea.

Don®©t forget to take an extra leash. Nicky snapped a six
foot webbed cotton training lead trying to get to a squirrel
while up in Wisconsin last year. Slip leads are a good
choice in case someone tries to make a break for it and
they aren©t wearing their collar. Most campgrounds prefer
that you keep your dog on a six-foot lead, but won©t say
anything if you use a Flexi and your dog is well behaved.

When packing dog food for your trip, pack a bit extra in
case there©s a problem and your trip is extended an extra
day or two. The same advice goes for packing daily
vitamins. While packing "Snowball©s" daily medications,
don®t forget the Imodium. The stress of travel and a
different water supply can play havoc with some dog©s
digestive systems. Better safe than sorry!

Try to make "Snowball" feel as at home as possible.

Pack a few of his favorite toys. Bring along his crate if
you plan on leaving him unattended while you enjoy an
extended sightseeing trip. If strange noises and sights
make him uncomfortable, an old sheet or towel placed
over the crate may alleviate his stress. Also, make sure
he has access to water while crated. The "Water Hole," a
non-spillable bowl ranks right up there with shorty nylons
on my list of top inventions!

But what about the "great outdoors?" What then? Nicky
and Mac have a large ex-pen that we set up for their use.

Adding a top to the pen keeps it stable and doesn©t
require that we stake it to the ground. A permeable mat
placed under the ex-pen keeps the boys clean and the
area dry from rain or other "natural causes." If you prefer
not to use an ex-pen I©ve seen many other pet owners use
either ground stakes or tether their dogs to a line attached
to a tree. If you plan to tether "Snowball" to a tree, please
first seek permission from the campground owners.

Finally the most important accessory to pack for your
camping trip is Baggies! Set a good example and always
clean up after your dog!
